Designed by architect Charles Brigham in 1867, the mansion later
was the home of artist Katharine Lane Weems, sculptor of the
graceful dolphin statue at the New England Aquarium. Ms.

A major renovation spanning from 2020 to 2022 preserved the
building’s architectural charm while modernizing the electrical,
heating, cooling, plumbing and IT systems. The kitchen was
upgraded to demonstration standards, and the building was
made fully accessible.
